
When creating a new website we must first define it in Dreamweaver. This is 
so all the files stay together and we don't experience problems with broken 
links or missing images later when we come to test the finished pages in the 
browser. Whether this is your first website or your 1,000th this is still the first 
process you go through when starting a website in Dreamweaver. 
Start by pressing Site > Manage Sites...

This will open the Manage Sites  box.
Next click on New and choose Site  
from the drop down box that appears.
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This is a blank web page waiting for content. The last thing is to 
save it into our folder structure before we can begin adding images, 
text, buttons and links.

Click on File > Save As.. 

You can select File > Save , but I always 
tend to select Save As... at least for the first 
page to make sure I am saving in the right 
folder, this becomes more important when 
you have more than one website in 
production at the same time.
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
