
Introduction to Dreamweaver - File Transfer FTP

Do you remember when I said we would return to the Site Definition section 
at the end to make our website 'Live'? Well here we are. Defining a website 
not only means we don't loose files when we are creating pages but also 
makes it much easier to launch our website to the Internet/intranet.

Firstly you will need to have bought some web space and a web address, or 
you already have designated space you can use.

Loosen the File  window by 
clicking here, holding the left 
mouse button down and 
dragging this window out to the 
centre of the screen.

Once in the centre of the screen we need to 
expand the Local view  into the split screen 
view, this is why we needed more space.
Press the Split screen

This view shows you the Local Files, on the right, and the 
Remote  or Live Files on the left. As you can see, we have 
not connected to our Live website yet and therefore, the 
left hand box is empty.

We only included Local  information when we defined our website earlier so now 
we have to edit this information to add the Remote  or Live information.

Click on the drop down box shown and click on Manage Sites...



By selecting Manage Sites...  you are 
presented with the Manage Sites  box 
we discussed earlier. Make sure the 
website you are currently working on 
is highlighted and click on Edit...

You will be taken back into the Site Definition  box and 
into the Advanced tab. From the Category menu select 
Remote Info  and from the Access  drop down box 
choose FTP.
