Introduction to Dreamweaver - Creating Links
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This tutorial will look at the various kinds of Hyperlinks, or links as they are more
commonly known. We will look at the three most popular types, local links, email links
and external links . To start with | have used an existing page and added some text to
turn into links. Alternatively you can create a new page, remembering to File > Save As..
Making sure it is saved in the Local root folder and visible to the File window. This way,
as with images, nothing will get lost or stop working.
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First of all we will look at the most common link type, local link, this is used to connect
T your Local root folder pages together so they can work as a group rather than

individually. Because we Defined our Website at the start this process is made a lot easier
than it would otherwise be. In the past this process was a memory game,

remembering where each file was in relation to the one you were working on, now we have
a number of options open to us.
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To create a local linkfirst highlight the text or image you
want to be the connection to another page within your
File window. By scrolling over it as you would if you were
editing it.

rKeeping this text / image highlighted, come down to the Properties bar which now
shows the contextualised tools, and move to the Link box. Here we have the ability
to connect the highlighted object to another page or file. The easiest and most
recommended method is the Point to File technique. This is done by clicking and
holding the left mouse button on the target icon next to the Link box. Keeping hold
of the mouse button stretching a virtual arrow, which will automatically appear, up to
the File window until it rests over the file you would like the object to provide a
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connection to, then let go. The link information will automatically be entered into the EX XA
Link box and the local link will be successfully created. & e -
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Your activated connection will be shown by the text becoming underlined. If it is an
image providing the link this will not change in the newer versions of the software.
However, you may experience a blue line around it in some cases this is rectified by
setting border to O. If you want to click File > Save... at this stage and Preview in iexplore.

This will bring up an Internet browser window with your page so you can test the
ot lOCal links.
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
