


Before we can start we need to save the page 
into the Local folder  so it can be seen in the 
Files  window. Click File > Save As...

Locate the correct folder, if it is a page other than the first 
page it should be saved in the html folder rather than 
loose to keep a neat architecture.









I mentioned to you earlier that it is easier to have an idea 
of how many columns  and rows  you need before you 
create your table  but you may want to customise it 
further. Dreamweaver allows you to combine and expand 
cells  to create more/less columns by using the Cell tool  
in the Properties bar. If you want to combine 2 cells 
together first select the two, they must be next to one 
another either horizontally or vertically, by clicking on 1 
then dragging the held left mouse button into the next, 
both highlighted they are ready to be combined.
Click on the Merge cells tool.

As you can see Dreamweaver will 
combine the 2 cells  together to create a 
bespoke table , as well as combining any 
content stored within the 2 cells . Carry
on to see how Dreamweaver can create 
columns as well.
